The transportation program 

provides clients with transportation 

to appointments.

Clients are asked to contact the 

Coordinator well in advance to give 

adequate time to arrange for a 

driver. 

Medical Equipment Loans 

The purpose of this service is to 

provide equipment to residents 

recovering in their own homes 

from an illness, injury, or surgery. 

The equipment can be loaned out 

for a maximum of three months.
